Value is the lightness or darkness of a surface. It is often
referred to when shading but value is also important in the study
of color.

Texture |

Texture 1s the actal surface feel or the s1mu1ated appearance
of roughness, smoothness & many others.

Space 1s the 111us10n of objects having depth on the 2-

dimensional surface. Linear and aerial perspective are used.

Space 1s also important in the study of 3 dimensional forms.
